What is due at the time of registration?

You will register online for the class. If the class is full, you will get a message and you will be encouraged to fill
out your name on the waiting list. After you register, you will have until the next business day to submit your
payment. If the payment is not submitted, the spot will open back up.

At the time of registration, a $100 registration fee and first month'’s tuition for the 2024-2025 school year are
due. These payments are nonrefundable. Any family who needs to differ the first month’s payment for financial
reasons is encouraged to reach out to the director for an alternate payment plan.

Age Requirements (no exceptions)
Prep Class (Young 3’s) - child turns 3 between 9/1 and 3/1 of that school year.

AM 3’s Child must turn 3 by 9/1 of that school year
AM 4’s Child must turn 4 by 9/1 of that school year

Kindergarten Readiness 4’s (this is just another 4-year-old option.) Children must turn 4 by 9/1 of that school
year.
** 2025-2026, this will only be a 5 day option and the class will meet 9:15-2:15

AM 4’s 3 days/week M, W & F 9-11:30am $220/month Class of 15 with 1 teacher & 1 assistant
PM 4’s 3 days/week M, W & F 12-2:30pm $220/month Class of 15 with 1 teacher & 1 assistant

The Kindergarten Readiness class meets each day from 9:15-2:15. There are 18 total students enrolled in this
class. Of those 18, some will be registered for the 5-day class. This means that on Tuesday and Thursday, we
have a smaller group of students, and we can do a lot of fun enrichment activities.

The Prep/3’s class has a smaller class size than the other 3-year-old classes. This is done to provide extra
attention to a few of our younger students.

Table top learning will be done followed by outside time and a snack. After snack time, the Prep students will
dismiss at 10:30am for the first half of the year. The 3’s will have smaller group learning and table top activities.
The day will end with centers, closing and dismissal.

on letters, numbers, colors, sorting and problem solving.
® Gym — we have gym class once a month where we go to the gymnasium for lots of physical activity and
fun.
Music Class- We will discuss age appropriate concepts of music in a hands on way.
Chapel — each class visits the church where we learn Bible stories, prayers and songs.
Monthly Reading Program — we encourage parents to read to their children every day and turn in their
reading log at the end of each month.
e Library Lady — we host the “Share the Gift” program from the Harford County Public Library and each
month the Library Lady visits all of our classes for a special story time.
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Field Trips — we host lots of fun and educational field trips as well as in-house assemblies throughout the

school year! Many are sibling friendly as well.
